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Both regions Steyr and Stuttgart are highly dominated by the automotive sector. Also they are 
very different in terms of their largeness (population, employees…) anyhow there are similarities 
in terms of the economical and technological structures and their requirements to enhance their 
economy and innovation systems. 
Relevant experts of economy, research, education and politics elaborated together the project 
“Steyr 2010” to appoint the strategic guidelines and measures to enhance the Steyr region in its 
strengths and development potentials. Added collaboration and networking among different 
regions had been set as the future aim especially in the automotive sector. 
REGINS provides an opportunity to broach and develop this issue on the level of concrete ar-

rangements. 

The project K-TASS will provide and evaluate 
a list of key areas with high potential to allow 
getting a strategic focus. The result will 
support the companies and research and 
education facilities in the regions to focus on 
future technologies with high potential. The 
project will define fields and measures with 
good perspectives for cooperation between 
the regions and their actors. 
The target group of this project are decisions 
makers in politics and automotive technology 

developer in the regions. 
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We have taken the chance to cooperate 
with the automotive region of Stuttgart - 
with combined forces we have managed 
to localize the focus on development and 
to give important impetus for the future 
trend.

The proposed strategic offensive by its nature supports especially the know-how transfer to the 
strongest possible degree in and between the regions of Steyr and Stuttgart. 
This know-how transfer had been organized through regular meetings with the project partici-
pants, regional workshops with experts of economy, technology and education and a public 
closing presentation.  
Promotion measures, personal contacts and expert interviews with regional key players as-
sisted the diffusion of the project issues. 
The project consolidates public and private partners – key players of the regional industry with 
partners of the field of research, education and transfer. 
This affords an even more demand-oriented adjustment of the proposals to strengthen the 

regional competitiveness and force of innovation. 

External expert of the subproject is “Profactor Produktionsforschungs GmbH” located in the 
Industrial und Business Park Stadtgut Steyr and neighbour of the Technology & Innovation 
Center - TIC Steyr. 
Profactor was founded as an extramural research centre in 1993. Nowadays this centre has 
about 75 scientifically and technically, main job working employees. The performance portfolio 
of Profactor includes basic and application research, engineering and transfer activities in 
manifold research activities, e.g. manufacturing technology, robotics, simulation and optimisa-
tion, vision systems and technology management. 
Apart from the participation in international and national research and technology programs, 
the regional economy – in particular the automotive sector – represents a main target group. 
For many years there exists a successful cooperation with leading enterprises (e.g. BMW, MAN, 
SKF) and with SMEs in research contracts, in the collective project handling and in exchange 

and transfer of know-how. 
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
