
 

  

  RFOs as innovative tools of regional development 

During the current Programming Period of Structural Funds, 
not only interregional cooperation as such has been included 
as an independent strand but also a new type of operation 
has come to light. 
 
Regional Framework Operations (RFOs) represent a step 
ahead among the different possibilities provided to project 
promoters in order to identify those tools that are more 
suitable to promote a balanced development of their 
regions. 
 
Targeted to regional public authorities or to public equivalent 
bodies of regional scope, RFOs stand as mini programmes 
in which these institutions set up development strategies 
that are afterwards put in practice by regional partnerships 
involved in the implementation of Sub-Projects.  
 
This means that regional partners will act as Monitoring and 
Steering Committees, Managing Authorities and JTSs of 
their own programme, thus considerably increasing the 
responsibilities of them all when compared to other types of 
operations. 
 
Expectations raised are clear on the Programme side when 
considering the high level of funds devoted to this type of 
operations. Acceptance on the side of the beneficiaries is 
reflected in the increasing number of proposals received and 
the growing geographical area covered by those operations 
that are finally approved. INTERREG IIIC East counts so far 6 
running RFOs, involving 28 partners coming from 14 
countries for a total budget of over 35 Mio EUR. 
 
In this context, the REGINS RFO represents an example of 
thematically focused proposal, clearly linking its field of 
intervention to the Lisbon strategy of enhancing the 
competitiveness of European economy. 
 
It is with pleasure that I face my work as desk-officer of this 
operation and I am looking forward for a fruitful collaboration 
with the REGINS partners until January 2007.

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About INTERREG IIIC 

The INTERREG IIIC programme is one of the three 
strands of the European Community Initiative 
INTERREG III. 
 
INTERREG III is designed to strengthen economic and 
social cohesion in the European Union (EU) by promoting 
cross-border (strand A), trans-national (strand B) and 
interregional (strand C) co-operation. 
 
With INTERREG IIIC, interregional co-operation between 
regional and other public authorities across the entire EU 
territory and neighbouring countries will be promoted. It 
allows regions without joint borders to work together in 
common projects and develop networks of co-operation. 
 
The co-operations under INTERREG IIIC shall give access 
to experience of other actors involved in regional  

About REGINS 

The main cooperation partners are the Upper Austrian 
Technology and Marketing Company (TMG; Automotive-
Cluster; Health-Cluster), the Stuttgart Region Economic 
Development Corporation (WRS), the Government of 
Lombardy Region (LR with support of CESTEC) and the 
West-Pannon Regional Development Agency (WPRDA with 
support of Pannon Automotive Cluster). 

 
Within this framework, common interregional Sub-
Projects are an important tool to initiate closer cooperation 
between public and public equivalent bodies coming from 
these partner regions. With the help of three calls for 
inter-regional Sub-Project proposals, the available ERDF- 
funding is granted to approved inter-regional sub-project 
in the thematic priorities automotive, logistics and 
biotechnology. 
 
Approved as a Regional Framework Operation (RFO), 
ERDF-funding is provided for both the analysis and 
benchmarking part of the project as well as the 
interregional Sub-Projects. 2 

development policy and create synergies between "best 
practice" projects and the Structural Fund’s mainstream 
programmes. 
The overall aim is to improve the effectiveness of regional 
development policies and instruments through large-scale 
information exchange and sharing of experience (networks) in a 
structured way. 
 
The INTERREG IIIC programme will be financed by the European 
Regional Development Fund (ERDF), as part of the Structural 
Funds, and co-financed by national project partners. The 
application period is 2002-2006. All activities have to be 
finalised by end of 2008. 
 

Within the REGINS framework, the four regional economic 
development institutions are entitled to approve interregional 
Sub-Projects and decide about their possible ERDF funding. 

REGINS (REGional standardised Interfaces for a better integration of regional SMEs in the European Economy) 
is an INTERREG IIIC Regional Framework Operation (RFO) that aims to analyse, compare and improve regional 
thematic cluster management initiatives as well as to support smaller interregional cooperation projects 
within the thematic priorities automotive, biotechnology and logistcs. 



 

Stuttgart Region – Germany 
 
Situated at the heart of Baden- 
Württemberg and Europe, Stuttgart is the hub of 
economic, scientific, and political life in Southwest 
Germany. 
 
It is also the centre of a flourishing economy with its own 
administrative structure (Verband Region Stuttgart) and 
elected assembly.

The Stuttgart Region is one of Europe’s most 
important and most successful economic centres. Approx. 
150,000 companies are located in the Stuttgart Region.

West Pannonia - Hungary 
 
The West Pannon Regional Develop- 
ment Council, as sole proprietor, founded the West 
Pannon Regional Development Agency. The Agency 
began its operations on July 1, 1999 based in 
Sopron. 
 
Following a half year of preparations, the Agency began 
its first full year of operation at the beginning of 2000. Its 
main tasks are to support the work of the Regional 
Development Council and to implement the specific 
objectives set in the West Pannon Regional Development 
Program. The Pannon Automotive Cluster was established 
in 2001 through the active co-operation of the largest 
automotive enterprises in Hungary, as well as the 
participation of the Western Transdanubian Regional 
Development Council. Founders from the automotive 
sector include Audi Hungaria Motor Ltd - Magyar Suzuki 
Co - Opel Hungary Ltd - LuK Savaria Ltd - Rába Holding 
Rt. Service provider founders include Citibank – Economic 
Research and Consulting Ltd. The Ministry of Economy 
also joined the initiative as an active supporter. 
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Upper Austria – Austria 
 
Upper Austria has the strongest 
economy of Austria´s nine federal states. With 
around 16% of the national population, Upper 
Austria provides 25% of total national exports. 
Two-thirds go to the Member States of the 
European Union. 
 
Upper Austria is a top European Region in the fields of 
technology, education and employment. An active 
labour market policy has facilitated an unemployment 
rate of currently 3.6%. Furthermore, due to its position, 
Upper Austria represents a European hub. With Bavaria 
to the west and the Czech Republic to the north, Upper 
Austria lies on the Paris-Budapest west-east axis and 
the Malmo-Triest north-south axis.

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Automotive Biotechnology Logistics 

On 14th and 15th of October, 
the REGINS Steering Committee 
(REGINS SC) held their 4th 
meeting at the WRS GmbH in 
Stuttgart. Occasion for the SC-
meeting was the end of the first 
call for inter-regional 
cooperation projects within the 
REGINS-RFO. 
 
During the call was open, several 
Sub-Project ideas were brought over 
to the Regional Network Offices 
(RNOs) in the participating partner 
regions  
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Automotive Sub-Projects – Brief Description 

K-TASS 
 

 

The project K-TASS will provide and 
evaluate a list of key areas with high 
potential to allow the regions to get a 
strategic focus. For the preparation of a 
strategic and operative offensive a Delphi 
study will be conducted. Research facilities, 
key-players from industry and academia will 
be contacted, to evaluate key-technologies 
that have enough potential for innovatively 
compatibility. Workshops with key-opinion 
leaders will be conducted to generate novel 
ideas. The result will support the 
companies and research and education 
facilities in the regions to focus on future 
technologies with high potential. 
 
 
CARBIKE / CARGOBIKE 
 

The Carbike / Cargobike Project ought to be 
a practical way to introduce a hydrogen-
based passenger- and goods transport 
system. In doing so, it should be promoted 
as a vehicle concept within the scope of 
both current and anticipated legalities and 
user requirements, and presented in the 
form of models and simulations. However, it 
should be made clear that this vehicle 
concept is primarily for inner city utility, that 
is, it covers feeder traffic to and from a 
workplace at a maximum range of 20 km. 
For greater distances inter modal transport 
(car + rail) can be considered. The Carbike 
/ Cargobike are equipped with a PEM Fuel 
Cell Drive and electric wheel-hub motors, 
and is conceived as an extremely 
lightweight vehicle. The vehicle's 
dimensions conform to European Union 
guidelines, in order for it to be able to pass 
through any inner city access barriers 
which may be erected in future zones. 
 
 
CATIA 
 

Our aim is to fill the gap in education by 
training of teachers. In possession of the 
acquired knowledge course books, 
reference books will be edited that can be 
used in schools in the whole country. We 
are also planning to integrate the above 
mentioned knowledge in the education as 
well: elaboration of syllabus, practising-
checking-and exam exercises. Our 
publications would be introduced and 
popularised at conferences. In the first term 
of the school year 2005/6 Jedlik Ányos 
Secondary Technical School is going to 
organize the National Inter –School 
Competition (OKTV) which is going to be a 
suitable occasion for it. 
  
 

ALFA-CAR 
 

Computer simulation is focusing on 
performing static, dynamic, resonance and 
collision (crash) tests. Therefore (a) desired 
parameters can be reached in spite of the 
minimal dead weight; (b) construction 
problems are not revealed only after 
assembling the prototype; (c) modifications 
can be analysed virtually; (d) the 
development can be fast and cost-effective. 
Taking into consideration the unique and 
extremely complicated nature of this 
unprecedented idea the above mentioned 
simulations may enhance the successful 
accomplishment of the concept. 
 
MIRPS 
 

The aim of this project will be the 
realisation of a black plastic identification 
system based on MIR spectroscopic 
reflection measurements. In this project 
new MIR - spectrometer - technology 
developed by UAR is advanced to perform 
the sorting task. It offers the ability and 
resources for the implementation of 
complex algorithms on DSP - level. We will 
implement software algorithms operating 
on every single measurement in real time 
resulting in very short identification times 
and thus high trough put rates. Methods 
reducing the influence of ambient water 
vapour and for the detection of flame 
retardants used in plastics will be 
investigated and implemented. Illumination 
and light collecting optics enabling 
measurements under harsh conditions will 
be developed. Investigation of different 
pretreatment methods for removing surface 
coatings (e.g. lacquer) will lead to optimized 
measurement conditions. 
 

Biotechnology Sub-Projects 

LOGGER 
 

To obtain a high level of safety and to meet 
the necessary high quality standards for 
blood transfusions, it is essential to closely 
monitor the temperature of blood units 
during transport. For this purpose, a 
reusable system will be developed. It will 
enable to reliably monitor the temperature 
of the blood unit in short time intervals. The 
system will meet highest demands 
regarding medical and environmental 
standards while being economic due to the 
possible multiple usage. The system will 
contain of a sensor unit with data storage 
which is attached at the blood unit, and a 
software interface for data processing. 
Using this system, the user of the blood unit 
can assure highest quality standards even 
after long term storage of blood units. 
 
BIOCDM 
 

The BIOCDM project has the objectives to: 
(i) conduct a survey at regional level, create 
a comprehensive database of the biotech  
companies in Lombardia, and identify 
appropriate means of dissemination of the 
collected data; (ii) provide, through a 
scouting activity, a picture of the research 
projects in biotechnology carried out in the 
scientific and academic institutions, and 
suitable to be exploited through the creation 
of academic spin-offs; (iii) carry out directly 
three scientific projects of applied research 
with potential for the exploitation through 
the creation of academic spin-offs. The 
projects concern the identification of soy 
protein peptides with hypocholesterolemic 
properties for potential use in lipid-lowering 
therapy and the production of fine 
chemicals from recombinant micro-
organism. 

REGINSLog 
 

Installing a logistics competence centre 
(LoCC) in Lombardy Region through: - 
knowledge transfer from KLOK (Logistics 
Competence Centre Kornwestheim) of 
Stuttgart Region - setting up an organi-
zational structure and a business plan, - 
establishing a regional partner network,- 
integrating the new LoCC into the open 
ENLoCC network on European level. 
(Because of KLOK participation in the 
ENLoCC project, the KLOK activities 
foreseen in ENLOCC to enlarge the ENLoCC 
network are budgeted there. This allows 
KLOK to contribute to REGINSlog on the 
base of additional costs, resulting in a 
substantial reduction of necessary REGINS 
funding.)
